Proposed timetable for 2013 UoH/CSC Scholarships
· By 1 November 2012，invitation to be sent to Chinese partner universities to invite them to recommend candidates to apply to study PhD programmes at the University of Hull with UoH/CSC scholarships when 2012 CSC PhD scholarships are announced. 
· In November 2012 Students should visit UoH website or contact proposed supervisors to develop their research proposal and to prepare for their applications for PhD studies.
· December 2012 - mid January 2013: receiving full PhD applications from partner universities; Decision making on PhD applications received from Chinese partner universities by sending offer letters to applicants via relevant Chinese partner universities* 
· By first week of February 2013: decision on short list and reserved list for 2013 UoH/CSC PhD Scholarships** 
· By Second week of February 2013: PVC-Eng’s decisions on short list/reserved list for UoH/CSC scholarships

· By 20 February: announcement of short list/reserved list by sending scholarship award letters to successful candidates via relevant partner universities.

*Applications might be closed when number of PhD applications received from Chinese partner universities meets proposed target
** Priority should go to partner universities of UoH by invitations, in particular ‘985’ and ‘211’
